Paper: Nothing larger than 11” x 14”.  
Recommended:  D’Arches block (20 sheets) 7” x 10” or 9” x 10” 140 lb cold 
pressed and  a 5” x 7” Fabriano cold pressed block

Paint:  Winsor Newton artist quality transparent watercolor. Available in 5 ml 
or 14ml tubes. Or as recommended. Winsor Newton-Cotman (student grade) 
will be adequate for beginners.

Brushes:  Sabline, red sable or Kolinsky sable #6, #8 and 10# round 
pointed, 2” or 3” natural bristle house painting brush, 1” sable one stroke or 
sable lettering brush (optional).

Palette:  plastic palette with 40 slants with cover or John Pike palette or 
Possum palette.
One gallon plastic pail with handle

Paper towel: Bounty (large roll)

Viewer:  Cut 4” x 5” rectangular window out of 6” x 7” mat board attach 
heavy threads at centers.

Masking Fluid:  Winsor Newton yellow art masking fluid 
Applicator Bottle to wet colors on palette

Drawing materials:  spiral bound sketch book 6” x 8”, 6B and HB pen-
cils, kneaded eraser, art gum eraser and Pentel Clic.

Outdoor Classes:  Julian French easel box and table top to adapt the 
easel to watercolor—custom made by Lee Boynton (410) 263-6336.
